NOTE: If it’s a movie song/mix please give the details of song along with the movie name. This is very important as we don’t want duplicate entries for the same songs. We recommend sending in the song name for availability before you start the practice, to avoid last minute issues.

Guidelines for the participants:
1. Since we receive numerous entries, we encourage group performances verses solo events to accommodate the most.
2. TEAM committee strongly encourages the choreographers/group coordinators to have a minimum of four or more participants in group performances. We cannot guarantee the acceptance of a group performance with less than four participants.
3. As an exception, solo items will be accepted if the artist's performance is considered extra ordinary by the TEAM executive committee.
4. In the interest of all the members of the association, individuals will not be allowed to participate in more than one program. Please remember to send the names (Including last names) of all the participants at the time of program registration.
5. Please provide a brief description of your program, number and names of the participants, age group of the artists, and duration.
6. We encourage and strongly recommend the songs that are being performed are in Telugu. 
(1) We will have minimum number of fusion shows (Entries with music only and no songs). 
(2) Exceptions can be made for Adult entries. 
7. All the participants for Ugadi event should be 8 years and above.
8. Each program can be up to 5 minutes, but skits, dramas and any special programs can be up to 10 minutes. If you have special program which exceeds 5 minutes please send the details for cultural committee review. We encourage not approaching TEAM Committee members for exceptions “references”, please talk to the cultural coordinator and we will try to accommodate if we see it fit.
9. At the time of the program registration, Please provide a copy of the CD with the song for the performance, while keeping a back up copy for you. We will not guarantee the return of the CD. No Exceptions.
10. TEAM Cultural committee will review and pick the best programs for your entertainment. Selected participants will be informed in the week following February 17th, 2012.
11. A mandatory rehearsal will be conducted 1 or 2 weeks before the actual program. Details for the rehearsal will be provided to the participants in a follow up email. The rehearsal will help TEAM committee to better coordinate the Ugadi event. Please note that TEAM will not guarantee your participation if you are not present in the Mandatory rehearsals.
12. In the best interest of the community, TEAM may provide part or the whole program to local media for telecast, as some of the local TV channels are approaching us for our program videos. This will be used only to promote Telugu community and culture.
· TEAM encourages and affiliates one or two local Professional Photographer/Videographer for the event coverage. We recommend the participants, parents and group co-coordinators to directly work with the Professionals for any special coverage needed and order DVD’s or pictures. 
· TEAM is not directly involved with the coverage and is not responsible for the quality and quantity of the event coverage.
· TEAM will upload few pictures taken by TEAM volunteers on the TEAM website. While we try to cover the whole program we do not guarantee all the pictures to be uploaded to TEAM website or TEAM related links.
· We strongly recommend participants, parents and group co-coordinators to directly work with the Professionals or make their own arrangements to record or take pictures of the event they are interested in.
Exceptions to the General rules can be made based on decision of the TEAM Cultural committee.
TEAM always strive to provide variety and quality programs to enhance the viewing experience for our fast growing diverse community, in terms of age and taste of the audience. As per feedback we received with previous events Skits and Dance/Drama especially with adult participation is high demand items for audience. TEAM after careful review of all these aspects might make reasonable relaxations to preserve, protect and promote the variety.
